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…WHERE THERE IS DOUBT, FAITH…
Just this past week, I had the opportunity to lead a formation 
night for parents of second graders preparing for their First 
Communion. At the end of the evening, I shared the story 
of an experience I had about halfway through my time in the 
seminary. Every year, we had Christmas break for a month – 
praise God! During this break, I went on a weekend deer hunt 
that caused me to miss Sunday Mass. The following week, I 
went out of town and missed Sunday Mass again! Somewhere 
following that week, I started to question everything about 
my faith. The thoughts came to me “Is this real?” “Is this just 
a thing dreamt up by a bunch of old men to make a living for 
them?” “Can’t I just live my life and be free?” I began to ask 
“why?” about everything I was doing.

Fortunately, my break came to an end, and I went back to 
the seminary. Within the week, I celebrated the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation and began to pray and attend Mass daily again. 
Somewhere in the midst of all of that prayer, the conviction 
came to my core – this is real, this is good – it is not made up 
by us but a gift from Jesus Himself!

I share this story to remind us of how quickly the voice of the 
enemy can intensify when we walk away from Jesus. Doubt 
can happen rapidly. When we start walking apart from Jesus, 
things get weird fast. This is why we need to recommit our 
lives to walking with Jesus. We need to stay with Him. Padre 
Pio’s prayer after Communion is so powerful for us to ponder 
and to pray with this Lent and always, especially, when we feel 
ourselves drifting away. Here is just a part of it… “Stay with 
me, Lord, for it is necessary to have You present so that I do 
not forget You. You know how easily I abandon You. Stay with 
me, Lord, because I am weak and I need Your strength, that I 
may not fall so often. Stay with me, Lord, for You are my life, 
and without You, I am without fervor. Stay with me, Lord, for 
You are my light, and without You, I am in darkness. Stay with 
me, Lord, to show me Your will. Stay with me, Lord, so that I 
hear Your voice and follow You. Stay with me, Lord, for I desire 
to love You very much, and always be in Your company. Stay 
with me, Lord, if You wish me to be faithful to You.”

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This year, Bishop Malesic is asking that every parish participate in the Diocesan Week of Service from March 22-28. He 
wrote this…“Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, some time ago, I wrote you a pastoral letter entitled ‘A Flourishing 
Apostolic Church.’ It was there that I asked you to follow a pastoral blueprint to examine the ways we worship, evangelize, 
and serve. Today, I am inviting you to consider putting the third leg of this blueprint into action by taking part in the 
Diocesan Week of Service from March 22-28, 2026. Parishes, schools, and Catholic organizations are invited to host a 
service opportunity during the Week of Service. You know the needs of your community better than we do, so we are 
asking you to design a project that suits the needs of your local community.”

Our parish staff brainstormed that the Week of Service would not be a single project, but rather we would invite all 
families to go out into the community and perform random acts of service and kindness. This could be as simple as 
writing a card or letter to someone, helping someone paint a room or clean a house, or even doing spring yardwork for 
someone else. I will leave this up to each family.

Since it is the year of St. Francis, we thought we would put a Franciscan spin on this opportunity. St. Francis of Assisi 
interpreted God’s command to “Rebuild My Church” not just as repairing physical buildings, but as a call to restore the 
“living stones” – the human members of the Body of Christ. Inspired by 1 Peter 2:5, he knew believers are spiritual stones 
that must be renewed, repaired, and brought back to the center of the Church’s mission through love and service. In 
the spirit of St. Francis, you and your family are invited to pick up a small stone provided by the parish at Sunday Mass 
on March 22 and take it home with you. Then, find a way to be of service during the week. Afterward, you can paint 
your family name on the stone and return it the following Sunday, March 29. Then we will use them to make something 
beautiful in the butterfly garden. Every stone will represent an act of service by a family, and every act of service builds 
up the Body of Christ. Thank you for joining in our mission to “Rebuild the Church!”

The parish response to the St. Vincent 
de Paul Third Annual Lenten Food 
Drive has been overwhelming! Thank 
you! Our shelves are filling up quickly 
because of your generosity. These food 
items will help nourish many families in 
the coming weeks.

The food bags that are assembled by SVdP members are 
worth about $35.00. Because of your generosity in providing 
items for each bag, we are able to free up money for other 
needs our neighbors may have such as utility bills. They are 
especially grateful for the extras that we may occasionally 
have when they select toiletries, cleaning supplies, laundry 
soap, etc. It allows them to get items that they could not 
get with SNAP benefits or that cost more than their budget 
permits.

We simply ask for a couple items you may use in your own 
homes and at your family dinner table. Please bring these 
items to the narthex when you come to the weekend Masses. 
As you drop your donation off, please say a prayer for the 
neighbor you are giving hope to.

We are suggesting the following schedule so you can plan 
your shopping accordingly:

March 14/March 15: Canned soups, canned fruit, peanut 
butter, cereal
March 21/March 22: Paper products (toilet paper, tissues, 
paper towels)

If it is difficult for you to shop and transport items, a monetary 
donation is always welcome to help our neighbors through 
rough times. It might be assisting a family to stay in their 
home or helping with a utility bill. There are specific SVdP 
envelopes in the pamphlet stand in the narthex that you may 
use and drop in the collection basket. You can also drop your 
monetary donation in the SVdP collection box in the back of 
the narthex by the usher’s room.

If you missed a week and still have those cans of tuna rattling 
around in your back seat, we accept your donations ANY 
time. It’s never too late!

We wish to thank all of you who have helped carry donations 
over to the food pantry after the weekend Masses. It is most 
appreciated!
